Rafa is a warm-hearted 19 year old home group leader in our church. After the seminar I 

gave on becoming a healing missionary community, he asked me for personal prayer.

All of his anxiety and helplessness was replaced by the truth 

he received first-hand from the Lord. Rafa’s confidence was totally restored to joy and 

expectation of what Jesus would do through him in the future. This was an amazing 

experience for me of watching Jesus disciple one of his own young leaders in how to lead 

a home group with His joy.
