I did u-
turn and drove under the bridge and sure enough “Rambo” followed me! I quickly 
pulled over and jumped off the motorcycle. He stopped and glared at me for few 
moments so I bought a couple of coconuts from the local street vender. I guess 
this demoniac wasn’t thirsty because he suddenly took off for his next mission!!!

I finally had a chance to follow up on Nhuan 
the coconut victim.

I couldn’t 
find anything without feeling like I was being 
violated. I’m looking forward to coming home 
but I’m not planning to stay to long. I’ll only 
be back during September & October. I’m still working on my itinerary so if you 
would like see my smiling face please contact me and we’ll work something out!!!  

I’m learning to cherish every moment and I’m trying to 
take advantage every opportunity. The fear of God grips me when I think of the responsibility that God has given 
each of us.
